e Do not use fairing as a tie off point - Always lash around the platform

Recommendations

e (lean fairing with a smooth cloth using water or mild washing liquid. Damage to sheet metal and painted surfaces, including the
vehicle roof, may occur with strong or concentrated cleaning detergents.

In service maintenance checks

e All bolted connections should be checked after driving a short distance when you first install your roof racks & accessories.
e All bolted connections should be checked again at regular intervals (every 1000k (621mi) is recommended, depending on road
conditions, usage, loads and distances travelled). All bolted connections should be checked each time they are re-fitted.

Torque Settings:

instructions, all fasteners should be (@ 4-5Nm @ 8-10Nm 16-18Nm
set to the following torque settings: 3-4lbs/ft 6-7.5bs/ft 12-131bs/ft

Sensitivity to Crosswinds, Behaviour in Curves and Braking

Remember that the handling characteristics of your vehicle will change when transporting a load on the roof.
Exercise extreme care when transporting wind-resisting loads; special consideration must be taken into account when braking.
